They	will	also	write	about	what	feels	like	internally	when	they	are	honest	and	what	honesty	sounds	like	through	their	words.	Let's	talk	about	why	honesty	is	important	through	this	book.	Under	each	pact,	students	will	write	1-2
sentences	to	answer	every	question.	I	like	to	post	five	big	posters	around	the	class	and	have	students	come	up	and	write	a	sentence	on	each	poster	to	answer	every	question.	Post-its	are	big	for	this!	This	is	a	great	way	to	help	students	find	an	appropriate	answer	to	the	question	in	their	books	if	they	are	struggling	with	how	to	answer!	I	love	reading
this	piece	of	narrative	writing	to	see	if	my	students	really	understand	the	inner	consequences	of	telling	a	lie.	I	always	start	having	all	my	little	ones	close	their	eyes	to	THINK,	so	they're	not	distracted	by	any	interruptions	in	the	classroom.	The	purpose	of	this	piece	of	writing	is	not	for	students	to	share	the	lies	they	told,	but	to	help	them	reflect	on	how
it	felt	to	tell	a	lie.	Poiche.	©	the	prompt	says	to	think	of	a	time,	I	do	not	need	my	students	to	share	what	the	lie	was,	but	only	to	answer	the	two	follow-up	questions	after	having	spent	a	few	minutes	reflecting.
